You must submit all the following documents by your first day at work at the latest; you can submit them ahead of time 
by replying to the e-mail containing your job offer. You can also hand the documents in to the Human Resources 
Department. 
 

☐  Proof of your social insurance number; 

☐  Proof of your work permit/study permit (if applicable); 

☐ Your Medicare card; 

☐  A void cheque;  

☐ Your Personal Tax Credits Return (TD1);  

☐ Your New Brunswick Personal Tax Credits Return 
 (TD1NB);  

☐ Your required diplomas and certificates; 

☐ Proof of your BLS training (if applicable); 

☐ Proof of your licence to practise (if applicable);  

☐ Proof of criminal record check from the RCMP or 
 municipal police force as per place of residence (or 
 complete the criminal record certificate in the 
 meantime).  

 

If you have accepted a permanent position, you will receive a second e-mail with documents related to your benefits.
